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Relevant Question:  “What can our Advocate do for us?”

1)  According to the sermon, what is an Advocate?  

· Sermon > An advocate is one that stands in the middle between sin and the sinner.  Jesus Christ is our Advocate who satisfied the debt of sin.  Christ our Helper, Comforter, and High Priest.  As our High Priest (Advocate), Christ heavenly ministry guarantees not only sympathy, but also acquittal.  The more we live in the Light of Christ, the more we need Christ as our Advocate.  
· Sermon > We have an Advocate Jesus in heaven and the Holy Spirit our Comforter on earth.  Jesus is seated at the right hand of God as our high priest to obtain for us forgiveness, grace and favor.  Jesus is our “representative” with the Father.  
· Sermon > As our Advocate, Jesus stands by us with His face directed towards the face of God the Father obtaining for us the forgiveness and favor, the stimulus and strength which we need.  The Apostle John addresses the danger of misunderstanding the promise of forgiveness.  
2)  What is propitiation?  

· Sermon > Propitiation is the atoning sacrifice for sin.  It is the authority which turns away the wrath of God from believers when they sin.  That is, God’s holiness and Divine Providence are totally satisfied that the Blood of Jesus Christ wholly nullified the debt of sin.  
· Sermon > The blood of Jesus was enough to completely eradicate the debt of sin.  How completely sufficient and “wonder working” is the Blood of Jesus Christ.  Jesus Christ, The Righteous One, paid the price for sin.  
3)  Name the basis of Christian service.  

· Sermon > Obedience is the basis of all true Christian service; that we obey Jesus.  Obedience is better than a sacrifice.  Obedience brings with it enjoyment and reward.  Obedience and keeping God’s word are the same.  Mature Christians listen to the God’s word and obey the word simply because we love God.  
· Sermon > Love is the prime motivator for avoiding sin.  The more Jesus forgives us, the more our love for God is “perfected.”  Keeping the Word of God perfects the Love of God.  
4)  What does the blood of Jesus do to our sin debt?  

· Sermon > The Blood of Jesus was enough to completely eradicate the debt of sin.  The Blood is enough to empower us to walk in the Light of Christ.  The Blood is enough to propel us upward and onward towards holiness.  The Blood is enough to embolden us to confess our sins, and to seek divine forgiveness.  
· Sermon > How completely sufficient and “wonder working” is the Blood of Jesus Christ.  Knowing God will forgive us if (when) we sin, helps us to grasp the depth of God’s love for us, in Christ.  
· Sermon > Anyone claiming to “know God” in fellowship and who is disobedient to the Word of God, or hostile toward the Children of God is a liar.  
5)  March is “Stewardship Month,” what should we do?  


a]  Checkout our overall generosity to the cause of Christ.  


b]  Re-evaluate our tithes and offering to God.  

c]  Re-confirm the amount of time we devoted to or spend with God.  

d]  Re-examine our talents and gifts for Christ.

Sermon > All of the Above.  Each is true and accurately reflects our understanding of faithful stewardship.  
Sermon > During “Stewardship Month,” we should checkout our overall generosity to the cause of Christ.  During March let us re-evaluate our tithes and offering to God.  As Christian stewards, let us re-confirm the amount of time we devoted to or spend with God.  As a faithful steward, let us re-examine our talents and gifts for Christ.  

· Sermon > Christian stewardship is about loaner-ship, and not owner-ship.  Tithing is the giving of God’s stuff back to God.  That is, tithing is not a gift to God; tithing is the return of what God already owns.  

· Sermon > We are just the caretakers of God’s stuff.  Tithing is not a matter of money, but rather a matter of faith.  Therefore, we must give God’s stuff back to God, and do so on purpose.  
· Malachi 3:10 > “Bring ye all the tithes into the storehouse, that there may be meat in mine house, and prove me now herewith, saith the Lord of hosts, if I will not open you the windows of heaven, and pour you out a blessing, that there shall not be room enough to receive it.”
