· Sermon > The “will” of God is about God’s desire, design, and choice.  It is about God’s inclination, intention, and sovereign pleasure.  The will of God is about God’s plan, determination, bent, and purpose.  

· Sermon > As believers, we must yield our lives to the Lordship of Jesus Christ.  As we surrender and submit our lives to God, we become confident, contented, and committed to God.  

· v17 > “And the world passeth away, and the lust thereof: but he that doeth the will of God abides forever.”  

2)  According to the sermon, what is the “thing” that is not of the Father, but of the world?

· Sermon > The “thing” is defined as the lust of the flesh, and the lust of the eyes, and the pride of life.  Together, this “thing” is not of the Father, but is of the world.  That is, temptation is a single concept manifested in three forms.  Temptation comes in the form of lust or desire, which attacks the flesh, the eyes, and/or the pride of possessions.  
· Sermon > This is the same “thing” or temptation that attacked Adam and Eve in the Garden of Eden.  Eve saw the tree that it was pleasant to the eyes (lust of eyes).  Next, Eve declared that the tree’s fruit was good for food (lust of flesh).  Finally, Eve desired the fruit surmising that it will make her wise (pride of life).  Therefore, she took the fruit and eat it and then gave it to Adam, and he did eat.  
· Genesis 3:6 > “And when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree to be desired to make one wise, she took of the fruit thereof, and did eat, and gave also unto her husband with her; and he did eat.”  

· v16 > “For all that is in the world, the lust of the flesh, and the lust of the eyes, and the pride of life, is not of the Father, but is of the world.”  

· Sermon > Keep in mind, temptation is not a sin; yielding to temptation is sin.   

· James 1:12-15 > “Blessed is the man that endures temptation: for when he is tried, he shall receive the crown of life, which the Lord hath promised to them that love him.”  13Let no man say when he is tempted, I am tempted of God: for God cannot be tempted with evil, neither tempts he any man:  14But every man is tempted, when he is drawn away of his own lust, and enticed.  15Then when lust hath conceived, it brings forth sin: and sin, when it is finished, brings forth death.”

· Sermon > Lust is an intense or unrestrained sexual craving or desire.  Lust denotes an irregular or violent desire, passion or craving.  Lust is an uncontrolled or illicit sexual appetite.  
· Galatians 5:19-21 > “Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these; Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness, 20Idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, heresies, 21Envyings, murders, drunkenness, reveling, and such like: of the which I tell you before, as I have also told you in time past, that they which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God.”  
4)  Whose fault is it if your neighbor or co-worker is not saved?

· Sermon > The believer is at fault if those around her or him have not heard the gospel of salvation.  That is, the saved that are “inside” the church have not or will not evangelized the unsaved that are “outside” the church.  
· Sermon > It is God’s will that the world might be saved.  Therefore, the saved are responsible for evangelizing the unsaved.  
5)  According to the sermon, what is worldliness?

· Sermon > Doing the will of God begins with loving God and hating the world.  Worldliness is not so much a matter of activity as it is attitude.  It is possible to be a believer and to stay away from questionable practices and doubtful places and still love the world because worldliness is a matter of the heart.  
· BTS > Here, in the Letters of Johns, the word “world” is shown as a system opposed to God.  Then worldliness is also being of or having the character of this present corrupt age [Thayer].  
· v15 > “Love not the world, neither the things that are in the world.  If any man love the world, the love of the Father is not in him.”
