1)  According to the sermon, what does it mean to “abide?”

· Sermon > The word “abide” means to remain in fellowship or in “koinonia” with Christ.  That is, to have “worshipping koinonia” with God and to have “things in common koinonia” with the people of God.  The Bible teaches that believers are to abide in Jesus Christ, to abide in the Word, and to abide in the Holy Spirit.  
· Sermon > John warns us to abide in Christ by believing the Truth, by obeying the Truth, and by loving other believers who embrace the Truth (The Brethren).  Because we have been redeemed from the “penalty of sin,” we have faith and fellowship (koinonia) in Jesus Christ as we abide in our Redeemer.  
· v27 > “But the anointing which ye have received of him abide in you, and ye need not that any man teach you: but as the same anointing teaches you of all things, and is truth, and is no lie, and even as it has taught you, ye shall abide in him. .”  

2)  According to the sermon, what is the meaning of “seduce?”

· Sermon > The word “seduce” means to lead astray or to entice to do evil and/or to induce to surrender.  John states that these antichrists and anti-Christians were out to seduce faithful believers with lies, falsehoods, and deceits.  John warns that, in the last days, seducing spirits and false prophets will come among the believers with “seducing lies” trying to lead them astray.  
· Sermon > As a counterfeiter, Satan has “counterfeit ministers” who preach a “counterfeit gospel” that produces “counterfeit Christians” who depend upon a “counterfeit righteousness.”  As Christians, the Light of Christ can keep us from stumbling and fumbling into the dark deceptive deeds of the Devil.  
· v26 > “These things have I written unto you concerning them that seduce you.”  

3)  Which of the following statements is NOT true?  
  a)  The anointing of the Holy Spirit is permanent.  

  b)  Antichrists spend their time trying to convert possessing Christians with a false doctrine.  

  c)  We should accept everything people tell us because they claim to believe the Bible.

· Sermon > C = is NOT true.  We should never accept everything a person tells us simply because he or she claims to believe the Bible.  Regrettably, it’s possible to “twist” the Bible to make it mean almost anything.  
· Sermon > A = As Christians, we already possess the anointing of the Spirit and this anointing is permanent.  B = Antichrists spend much of their time trying to convert professing and possessing Christians with their false doctrine.  D = There is no doubt we are living in the last times, as we face trials, troubles, and tribulation.  Yet, we don’t have to live in defeat, despair or distress.  
4)  We deny the very things for which we are ashamed.  [T] or [F]  
· Sermon > truE = We often deny the very things we are ashamed of.  It is possible even for Christians to come to be ashamed of Jesus as we deny knowing Him.  As Christians, it is something we must guard against.  John warns that some Christians will be ashamed to meet the Lord at His coming.  These individuals are either deceived or a deceiver.  
· Sermon > A believer who is not abiding in fellowship with Christ in obedience, or in love, or in truth will cause denial of Jesus and bring shame to Him.  How tragic it is that some believers who are no longer abiding in Christ will be ashamed when Christ returns.  These individual only “professed” and did not “possess” Jesus as Lord, Savior, and King.  
· v28 > “And now, little children, abide in him; that, when he shall appear, we may have confidence, and not be ashamed before him at his coming.”  
5)  The return of Jesus Christ is the great inspiration for righteous living.  [T] or [F]  

Sermon > truE = Christian living is about doing that which is righteous.  After all, God is right and God defines what is right.  As we abide in the Redeemer, our lives should bear the marks of faith, obedience, love, and truth which empower us to do righteously.  
Sermon > A real, genuine, authentic Christian life is about “practicing that which is righteous.”  A possessing Christian makes “doing righteousness” a habit.  In fact, all who are “doing righteousness” is Born Again.  Living and “doing righteousness” is proof of being Born Again.  
v29 > “If you know that he is righteous, you know that every one that does righteousness is born of him.”  
BONUS)  According to the sermon, why should a person give a sacrificial offering to God?  
  a)  It’s the results of you growing in grace and in the knowledge of Jesus Christ.  
  b)  It means everything God puts in your hands is not for your personal consumption.  

  c)  It’s in the recognition of fellowship or in the restoration of fellowship with God.  
  d)  It’s about giving God’s stuff back to God.  

  e)  All of the above.  

· Sermon > C = a sacrificial offering is an act of giving something “special or precious” to God in the recognition of fellowship (homage) or in the restoration of fellowship (propitiation).  A sacrifice means to set apart, or to make sacred, or to make holy.  A sacrificial offering is the yielding up of something highly valued.  That is, a sacrificial offering is the surrendering of a valuable possession as an offering to God.  
· Sermon > Our sacrifice to God authenticates our trust in God.  
· Sermon > A = stewardship results from growing in grace and in the knowledge of the Lord Jesus Christ.  That is, before we can give all to God, we must first grow up in God, as in spiritual maturity.  B = stewardship is the understanding that everything that God puts in your hand is not for your personal consumption.  D = stewardship is learning and growing to give God’s stuff back to giving God.
