1)  Relative to sin, explain the difference between “contrition” and “conviction.”

· Sermon > The word “contrition” is the inner heart (spirit) repenting of sin; being “godly sorrow” for the sin committed.  Conversely, the word “conviction” is the external pressure or discomfort applied by the Holy Spirit upon the inner spirit (heart) of the believer. 
· Sermon > True believers do commit sins and must confess those sins [1:9], but both John and Paul warn that the true believer will not continue the practice of willful sinning.  
· Sermon > In this life, we will never achieve sinless perfection.  Yet, as we continually confess all the sins of which we are aware, we will continually experience the reality of our once-for-all forgiveness through Christ and will be free from the stain of unrighteousness.  
· v5 > “And you know that he was manifested to take away our sins; and in him is no sin.”  

· 1John 1:9 > “If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.”

· Sermon > Sin is the by-product of ignorance and blindness.  That is, ignorance of God’s grace and mercy, and blindness to God’s love and favor.  

· Sermon > John declares that he who abides in Jesus does not sin.  Further, he who sin has neither seen nor known Jesus.  Furthermore, he who abides in Jesus and who has been born again of God does not sin.  
· v6 > “Whosoever abides in Jesus sin not: whosoever sin has not seen him, neither known him.”

· Sermon > B = is NOT true.  Society and humanity are NOT receptive to Christ, or supportive of the Church.  
· Sermon > A = The local church (the community of faith) runs on love.  God’s love is a “covenant love.”  It is a redeeming, pardoning, restoring, and unchangeable love.  
· Sermon > C = The love of God is the source of our fellowship and the motivation of our stewardship.  God’s love and divine hope should motivate us to righteous living.  
· Sermon > D = The visible church mirrors the invisible church concerning God’s love.  It is God’s love that lifts us to higher ground, and inspires us to release our love in fellowship one towards another.  
4)  No one who is truly born again will persist in sin.  [T] or [F]  
· Sermon > truE = Christ came to destroy sin and no one who is truly born of God will persist in sin.  We are called the children of God because we are born of God the Father.  Moreover, as children of God, righteous living should be expected when we come to realize what sin is.  
· v9 > “Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin; for his seed remains in him: and he cannot sin, because he is born of God.”  
5)  Although we don’t appear to be like Jesus now, yet we are called the children of God.  [T] or [F]  

Sermon > truE = Christians are right now children of God.  Because of our (current) physical body, it does not yet appear what we shall be, but when Jesus appears (revealed), we shall be just like Him (conformed).  
Sermon > John is affirming that one of these ole’ days, we are going to be just like Christ.  When Christ appears to take His church to heaven, believers will be like Him possessing glorified, resurrected bodies.  
v2 > “Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it does not yet appear what we shall be: but we know that, when he shall appear, we shall be like him; for we shall see him as he is.”

· Sermon > D = Anger is NOT a sin.  Anger is a normal human emotion.  It is our out of control angry that leads to unresolved issues that causes us to sin well into the night, after the sun has gone down.  
· Ephesians 4:26 > “Be ye angry, and sin not: let not the sun go down upon your wrath.”  

· Sermon > A = Jealousy.  Jealousy and envy (coveting) are sins and violate the commandments of God.  
· Galatians 5:19-21 > “Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these; Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness,  20Idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, heresies, 21Envyings, murders, drunkenness, revellings, and such like: of the which I tell you before, as I have also told you in time past, that they which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God.”  
· Exodus 20:17 > “Thou shalt not covet thy neighbor's house, thou shalt not covet thy neighbor's wife, nor his manservant, nor his maidservant, nor his ox, nor his ass, nor any thing that is thy neighbor's.”  
· Sermon > B = Lying.  Lying and false witnessing are sins and violate the commandments of God.
· Exodus 20:16 > “Thou shalt not bear false witness against thy neighbor.”  

· Sermon > C = Hatred.  Hatred and murder are sins and violates the commandments of God.  
· 1John 2:9 > “He that saith he is in the light, and hates his brother, is in darkness even until now.” 
· Exodus 20:13 > “Thou shalt not kill (murder).
