· Sermon > Living by faith allows the believer to declare, to defend, and to demonstrate the gospel.  The good news gospel that we are saved, sealed, and sanctified because of our faith.  That is, we are saved by the forgiving love and cleansing blood of Jesus Christ.  We are sealed and sanctified by the redeeming power of the Holy Spirit.  
· Sermon > That is, by “declaring” the gospel that Jesus laid down his life a ransom for sin and forgives us of our sins.  Further, by “defending” the gospel that eternal truth does not erode or decay, but make us free from sin.  Furthermore, by “demonstrating” the gospel that we are crucified with Christ who lives within us, and that salvation still works making us living witnesses to the truth.  
· Sermon > Declaring [v16] > “Knowing that a man is not justified by the works of the law, but by the faith of Jesus Christ, even we have believed in Jesus Christ, that we might be justified by the faith of Christ, and not by the works of the law: for by the works of the law shall no flesh be justified.”  
· Sermon > Defending [v18] > “For if I build again the things which I destroyed, I make myself a transgressor.”  
· Sermon > Demonstrating [v20] > “I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me.”  
3)  The way we should live is influenced by family, friends, or people in leadership.  [T] or [F]  
· Sermon > FALSE.  Regardless of family, friends, or people and their leadership, we are required to “live by faith.”  It matters not what our “self-centered” society is doing, we must be willing to be commit in order to mature in our faith.  We must be willing to surrender in order to help others find Jesus Christ.  We must be willing to sacrifice in order to advance the Kingdom of God.  
· Sermon >  Regrettably, many people are attempting to live “by their flesh” guided by the lust thereof; satisfied that they are capable of meeting their own needs.  Some attempt to live “by their works” justified that their works alone will give them satisfaction in this life.  Still others, attempt to live “by their understanding” satisfied that their way of life will bring them both contentment and joy now.  
· Matthew 19:29 > “And every one that hath forsaken houses, or brethren, or sisters, or father, or mother, or wife, or children, or lands, for my name’s sake, shall receive an hundredfold, and shall inherit everlasting life.”

Sermon > D = Living by faith permits us to “minister” to the multitude.  We are called to give witness and provide testimony to the goodness of God.
