· Romans 8:15 > “For ye have not received the spirit of bondage again to fear; but ye have received the Spirit of adoption, whereby we cry, Abba, Father.”

· Sermon > The world refers to the “system of mankind” lost in sin and unresponsive to the Logos Word and insensitive to the Logos Light whom God sent.

· Sermon > It is because the Jews had many preconceived ideas about the Messiah based on their interpretation of Scripture and what they wanted.  In particular, the chief priests were the ring-leaders in this contempt against Jesus.  

· Sermon > Jesus was sent by God to the lost sheep of the House of Israel as the Great Shepherd whom owns the sheep.  Yet, Jesus was not welcomed or received by the creatures He had created.  Instead, they rejected and crucified Him.  

· v11 > “He came unto his own, and his own received him not.”

· Sermon > God became what we are so that we could become what He is.  That is, divinity became humanity.  

· Sermon > God became one of us and dwelt among us.  That is, the Son who is truly unique, the only One of His kind, who is full of grace and truth.  

· v14 > “And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld His glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth.”  

· Sermon > The genesis of our Salvation Plan occurred 6000 years ago when God promised to crush Satan’s head and could have wounded the world and bruised humanity because of sin.  Instead, God came into the world to be bruised and wounded for our sin.  

· Isaiah 53:5 > “But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed.”  God both pronounced the judgment and took the punishment upon Himself.
