1)  Summarize the encounter that the Samaritan Woman had with Jesus.

· Sermon > Jesus meets the Samaritan Woman where she was and lifts her to where she needed to be.  Jesus, as an outsider, encounters the Samaritan Woman who was also an outsider.  Jesus gave the Samaritan Woman the transformation and the liberation she needed to restore her self-worth and self-esteem.  
· v29 > “Come, see a man, which told me all things that ever I did: is not this the Christ?”  
2)  Why did the Samaritan Woman abandon her water pots?  

· Sermon > After Jesus instructed the Samaritan Woman in where to worship, how to worship, and who to worship, she acquired a faith in Christ.  Her transformation was so radical that she left her water pots and ran towards the town of Sychar.  

· Sermon > In fact, she was so excited by what Jesus said about Himself and about her that she abandoned her initial task of drawing water for a new task of sharing her faith (living water).  In her joy of discovery, she left her water jar.  Besides, water weighs eight pounds per gallon.  

· v28 > “She left her water pot …”  

3)  Explain Jesus’ statement about “four months and then comes the harvest.”

· Sermon > Farmers have a period of waiting between their sowing and their reaping.  In Jesus’ day, four months and then the harvest was probably a local timeframe between seedtime and harvest.  Here, in the spiritual ream, the Samaritan Woman has sown the “seeds of faith” and immediately, the seeds have produced a harvest: a field of converts.  The witness of the Samaritan Woman led to the Samaritans’ personal confrontation with and faith in Jesus Christ.  
· v14 > “Do you not say, ‘There are still four months and then comes the harvest’?  Behold, I say to you, lift up your eyes, and look at the fields, for they are already white for harvest.”
