· Sermon > We should honor and recognize Jesus’ authority because He bestows life.  Among the “greater works” Jesus would do includes giving life by raising the dead.  Jesus raised three people from the dead:  The daughter of Jairus (Mark 5:21-43), the son of the widow of Nain (Luke 7:11-17), and the brother of Mary and Martha, Lazarus (John 11:1-44).  
· v21 > “For as the Father raises up the dead, and quickens them; even so the Son quickens whom he will.”  
· Sermon > One day, Jesus will raise all from the dead, this is eternal life.  Those who have done good, to the resurrection of life; and those who have done evil, to the resurrection of condemnation.  
· v28-29 > “Marvel not at this: for the hour is coming, in the which all that are in the graves shall hear his voice, 29 And shall come forth; they that have done good, unto the resurrection of life; and they that have done evil, unto the resurrection of damnation.”  
2)  Why does Jesus have the authority to judge?

· Sermon > Jesus has the authority to judge because the Father has committed judgment to His Son Jesus.  Moreover, the Father has given Jesus the authority to execute judgment because He is the Son of Man.  Jesus will exercise righteous judgment because He seeks the Father’s will.  
· v22 & v27 > “For the Father judges no man, but has committed all judgment unto the Son.  27And has given him authority to execute judgment also, because he is the Son of man.”  
· Sermon > One day, Jesus will judge all humanity.  The words of Jesus will judge us in the Last Day – we shall all stand before the judgment seat of Christ.  

· John 12:48 > “…The word that I have spoken, the same shall judge him in the last day.”  
3)  How should we honor the authority of Jesus Christ?

· Sermon > First, we should hear the voice of Christ, and secondly, we should obey the words of Christ.  One day, we will hear the voice of the Son of God whether alive or dead; whether we want to or not.  We shall be raised either to a resurrection of life, or to a resurrection of condemnation.  How much better that day will be, if we hear His voice now.  We can have everlasting life now.  We will not come into condemnation (judgment), but pass from death to life.  

· v28-29 > “Marvel not at this: for the hour is coming, in the which all that are in the graves shall hear his voice, 29 And shall come forth; they that have done good, unto the resurrection of life; and they that have done evil, unto the resurrection of damnation.”  

· Sermon > It is not enough to simply “hear” His words; we must be “doers” of His words.  Otherwise, why bother to call Him “Lord?”  It is only by abiding in the words of Christ are we truly His disciples.  Jesus is the author of eternal salvation to all who obey Him.
