1)  The Feeding of the Five Thousand is recorded in all four of the Gospels.  [T] or [F]  

· Sermon > TRUE, this is the only miracle that is recorded in all four gospels; Matthew 14:13–21; Mark 6:33–44; and Luke 9:10–17.  This fourth miracle of Jesus shows that those who have should share with those who have not.  Moreover, the Lord can take our little and increase it into much.  
· v10 > “And Jesus said, Make the men sit down.  Now there was much grass in the place.  So the men sat down, in number about five thousand.”  
2)  The real title of this miracle should be the Feeding of the Twenty Thousand.  [T] or [F]  

· Sermon > TRUE, Jesus miraculously fed perhaps as many as 20,000 people—counting women and children—despite the disciples’ skepticism about feeding so many with the meager supplies on hand.  

· Matthew 14:21 > “And they that had eaten were about five thousand men, beside women and children.”  
3)  The real meaning of this miracle is which of the below.

· Sermon >  D = All of the Above.  The miracle of feeding the 5000 took place in the hands of Jesus.  The lad gave what he had to Jesus, a lunch.  The disciples trusted that Jesus would do “something” with the lunch.  Finally, the disciples watched Jesus give thanks and blessed the little lunch that eventually became much.  

· v9 > “There is a lad here, which hath five barley loaves, and two small fishes…”  

4)  Which is NOT one of the options offered to Jesus?  

[a]  The money on hand is not enough to buy the amount of food.  


[b]  The people should be sent away to buy their own food.  


[c]  The people should fast and pray during the time spend with Jesus.  

[d]  The food on hand is insufficient to fed so many people.  

· Sermon > C = is not one of the options offered to Jesus.  That is, none of the disciples was spiritual enough to suggest a time of fasting and praying.  
· Sermon > In A = Philip did offer money and concluded that even 200 pennyworth of bread is not enough for all the people.  
· v7 > “Philip answered him, Two hundred pennyworth of bread is not sufficient for them, that every one of them may take a little.”  
· Sermon > In B = One of the disciples (Judas) did suggest that Jesus should send the people away to buy their own food.  The nearby village could not provide sufficient food for the people.  In fact, no village was capable of instantly feeding and supporting the influx of an additional 20,000 people.  
· Matthew 14:15 >  “And when it was evening, his disciples came to him, saying, This is a desert place, and the time is now past; send the multitude away, that they may go into the villages, and buy themselves victuals.”  
· Sermon > In D = Andrew did offer a lad’s sack lunch of five barley loaves and two small fishes.  

· v9 > Andrew proclaims, “There is a lad here, which hath five barley loaves, and two small fishes: but what are they among so many?”  
5)  Identify the three elements to certify this as an authentic miracle.

· NEED:  The need to feed 5,000 to 20,000 hungry people; men, women, and children.  

· v5 >  “When Jesus then lifted up his eyes, and saw a great company come unto him, he saith unto Philip, Whence shall we buy bread, that these may eat?”  

· EMERGENCY:  The emergency (urgency) to feed the people as they were in a desert place and it was late in the day (evening = dinner time).  
· Matthew 14:15 > “And when it was evening, his disciples came to him, saying, This is a desert place, and the time is now past; send the multitude away, that they may go into the villages, and buy themselves victuals.”  
· FAITH:  The faith of Jesus as He gives thanks and prays to God the Father for a miracle of increase.  Further, the faith of the disciple to deliver the lunch into the hands of Jesus.  Furthermore, the faith and obedience of the people to sit down upon the grass when told to do so.  
· v11 >  “And Jesus took the loaves; and when he had given thanks…and likewise of the fishes as much as they would.”
