1)  While in the ship, why were the disciples fearful?  

[a]  They thought Jesus was a ghost.  


[b]  They were frighten by the storm.  


[c]  They were tired and exhausted from rowing the ship.

[e]  Only A and B.  

· Sermon >  D = All of the Above.  [a] The disciples thought the “figure of Jesus” they saw was a spirit or ghost.  [b] Although the Sea of Galilee was noted for its’ sudden and severe storm, they were nonetheless frightened by the wind and waves.  [c] Finally, they were fearful by the fact they had only travelled only 3-1/2 miles in eight to nine hours, if entering the ship at “even” [v16] was about 7:00 pm.  

· v16-17 > “And when even was now come, his disciples went down unto the sea,  17And entered into a ship, and went over the sea toward Capernaum.  And it was now dark, and Jesus was not come to them.”  
2)  When Jesus entered the ship, they were immediately transported to which town?  

Sermon > Jesus compels His disciples to get into the ship and to go over to the other side while He dismisses the crowds.  
· Sermon > Depending upon which gospel you read!  John’s gospel states “toward Capernaum.”  Matthew gospel asserts “land of Gennesaret.”  Mark’s gospel declares “unto Bethsaida.”  However, Luke gospel does not mention, “walking on water” and agrees with Matthew 16 and the city of Caesarea Philippi.”  
· John 6:17 > “And entered into a ship, and went over the sea toward Capernaum.  And it was now dark, and Jesus was not come to them.”  
· Matthew 14:34 > “And when they were gone over, they came into the land of Gennesaret.”  

· Mark 6:45 > “And straightway he constrained his disciples to get into the ship, and to go to the other side before unto Bethsaida, while he sent away the people.”  

· Luke 9:18 > “And it came to pass, as he was alone praying, his disciples were with him: and he asked them, saying, Whom say the people that I am?”  
· Matthew 16:13 > “When Jesus came into the coasts of Caesarea Philippi, he asked his disciples, saying, Whom do men say that I the Son of man am?”  
3)  Identify the three elements to certify this as an authentic miracle.

· NEED:  The need for Jesus to meet His disciples in Capernaum on the other side of the Sea of Galilee.  

· John 6:17 > “And entered into a ship, and went over the sea toward Capernaum.  And it was now dark, and Jesus was not come to them.”  
· EMERGENCY:  The emergency (urgency) to join and rescue His disciples in the midst of a storm in the middle of the night.  
· Mark 6:48 > “And he saw them toiling in rowing; for the wind was contrary unto them: and about the fourth watch of the night he cometh unto them, walking upon the sea.”  
· FAITH:  The faith of Jesus as He spent time on the mountaintop in prayer to God the Father.  Also, the momentary faith of Peter who briefly walked on water.  
· Matthew 14:28 >  “Peter answered Jesus and said, Lord, if it be thou, bid me come unto thee on the water.”
