1)   His doctrine was from God [v16]  

2)   His work on the Sabbath was lawful [v23]  

3)   His time was not yet come [v30]  

1)  What is/was the doctrine of Jesus Christ?  

[a]  Jesus is the Messiah.  


[b]  Jesus’ messages originated from God the Father.  


[c]  Jesus’ followers will do the Will of God.  


[d]  All of the Above.  

· Sermon > D = Yes, all of the above.  Each statement defines the doctrine or the teachings of Jesus Christ.  
· BTS > Doctrine:  A particular principle, position, or policy taught or advocated, as of a religion or government.  
· Sermon > A = Yes, Jesus is Lord and Savior, the promise Messiah or Christ.  
· John 4:25-26 > “The woman saith unto him, I know that Messiah cometh, which is called Christ: when he is come, he will tell us all things.  26Jesus saith unto her, I that speak unto thee am he.”  
· Sermon > B = Yes, Jesus’ doctrine (mission, ministry, and message) originated from God the Father.  Jesus has come to do the will of the Father.  
· v16 > “Jesus answered them, and said, My doctrine is not mine, but his that sent me.”  
· Sermon > c = Yes, Those who believe on and follow Jesus as Christ will accomplish the will of God.  

· v17 > “If any man will do his [God] will, he shall know of the doctrine, whether it be of God, or whether I speak of myself.”  

· BTS > The doctrine or teaching establishes the belief system, the worldview and the mindset of those who adhere to that teaching.  For example, the Apostles’ doctrine consists of seven teachings: (1) the virgin birth, (2) sinless life, (3) substitutionary death on the cross, (4) divine burial, (5) miraculous resurrection, (6) intercessory high priest, and (7) coming again king.  
· Acts 2:42 > “And they continued steadfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, and in breaking of bread, and in prayers.”  
2)  Why were the Jewish leaders trying to slay Jesus?  


[a]  Jesus was once again teaching in the temple.  


[b]  Jesus had healed a man on the Sabbath.  


[c]  The people suggested that Jesus was possessed by a devil.  


[d]  All of the Above.  

· Sermon > B = Yes, the Jewish leaders sought to slay Jesus because He healed the impotent man at the Pool of Bethesda on the Sabbath.  Thus nullifying D = all of the above.  
· John 5:16 > “And therefore did the Jews persecute Jesus, and sought to slay him, because he had done these things on the Sabbath day.”  
· Sermon > A = No, the Jews were not upset because Jesus taught in the temple or in the streets of Jerusalem.  In fact, the people marveled at and were amazed by Jesus’ teachings.  
· v15 > “And the Jews marveled, saying, How know this man letters, having never learned?”  

· Sermon > c = No, even though Jesus told them that none of them had kept the Law of Moses, Jesus did ask them why they sought to slay Him.  To that end, the people suggested that Jesus was demon possessed.  If they were keepers of the Law, they would not have been seeking to slay Jesus.  Thus, Jesus exposes their criticism and hypocrisy.  
· v20-21 > “The people answered and said, Thou has a devil: who goes about to kill thee?  21Jesus answered and said unto them, I have done one work, and ye all marvel.”  

3)  Jesus is guilty of violating the Sabbath, thus breaking the Law of Moses.  [T] or [F]  

· Sermon > TRUE, the Law of Moses was explicit concerning the Sabbath.  That is, no work of any kind was permitted.  Any violation of the Sabbath or the Mosaic Law was punishable by death.  The Law did not make allowances for either excuses or explanation, neither for mitigations nor for extenuations.  On the Sabbath, however, one could perform circumcision or rescue an animal from a pit.  Jesus did NOT break the Law of Moses concerning the Sabbath.  In fact, Jesus rescued a “broken” man and caused him to be made “whole” on the Sabbath.  
· Mark 2:27 > “And he said unto them, The Sabbath was made for man, and not man for the Sabbath.”  
· Sermon > Moses gave Israel circumcision [although it originated with Abraham] and they circumcised on the eighth day even if it fell on the Sabbath.  Therefore, if the care for one part of the body was permitted on the Sabbath, then certainly the healing of the whole body would be allowed on the Sabbath.  
· Matthew 12:8 > “For the Son of man is Lord even of the Sabbath day.”  
4)  Why did the Jews fail to arrest Jesus at the Feast of Tabernacles?

· Sermon > It was not yet Jesus’ time to die.  God had ordained an exact time and a specific place for Jesus’ death.  Jesus came into the world to give His life a ransom for the many and to die upon the Cross of Calvary.  That death was six months away, during the Feast of Passover.  
· v30 > “Then they sought to take [arrest] him: but no man laid hands on him, because his hour was not yet come.”  
BONUS:  Why did the people marvel at the doctrine of Jesus?

· Sermon > The people marveled at the doctrine of Jesus because He knew the letters or the sacred writings having never been formally taught.  That is, Jesus’ teachings were divinely learned, and His doctrine was spiritually penetrating having never studied at rabbinical school.  The Jews wondered at Jesus’ doctrine and His dogma (an official system of principles or tenets concerning faith, morals, behavior as of a church) having no formal training from the seminary.  
· v15 > “And the Jews marveled, saying, How knows this man letters, having never learned?  16Jesus answered them, and said, My doctrine is not mine, but his that sent me.”
