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Relevant Question:  “How to be saved from sin?”  

1)   We must Believe on Jesus  
2)   We must Repent of our sins  
3)   We must be Baptized into Christ  
4)   We must remain Faithful to Jesus  

1)  Water baptism saves a person from their sin.  [T] or [F]  

· Sermon > false, water baptism does not save from sin; the Blood of Jesus does that.  Baptism is a condition of our witness of salvation and our testimony of faith.  In fact, to be baptized into Christ, is to be baptized into His death, burial, and resurrection.  Baptism is a holy sacrament that signifies a change of life:  death to the old nature, and rebirth into the new nature.
· Mark 16:16 > “He who believes and is baptized will be saved; but he who does not believe will be condemned.”  
· Sermon > Baptism reminds us of our part in Jesus’ death, as well as our participation in Jesus’ life.  That is, to be raised with Christ from the dead, and to walk with Christ in the newness of life.  
· Acts 2:38 > “Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost.”  
2)  If a person is born once, they will die once.  [T] or [F]  

· Sermon > FALSE, a person who is born once (of the flesh) will die twice (physically and eternally).  However, if a person is born twice (physically of the flesh and spiritually of the water and of the Spirit) will only die physically once.  
· John 3:5-6 > “Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.  6That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.”  
· John 11:25-26 > “Jesus said unto her, I am the resurrection, and the life: he that believeth in me, though he were dead, yet shall he live:  26And whosoever lives and believes in me shall never die.  Believe thou this?”  

· Sermon > There are two ways to die:  1) The sinner dies in his sins, but 2) The believer dies in the Lord.  Faith in Jesus Christ makes the difference.  
· Revelation 20 14-15 > “And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire.  This is the second death.  15And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire.”  
3)  Repentance is about changing the mind and turning to travel in a new direction.  [T] or [F]  

· Sermon > truE, repentance is about a changed or transformed mind.  It is about turning 180 degrees and travel in a new direction.  That is, repentance is about turning from darkness to Light, transforming from the threat of Satan to the power of God, and changing from the guilt of condemnation to grace of forgiveness from sin.  
· Luke 13:3 > “…Unless you repent you will all likewise perish.”  
4)  List the two commandments of Jesus Christ.

· Sermon > We must remain faithful to Jesus, to faithfully obey Jesus Christ.  In John 14:15, Jesus tells us, “If you love me, keep (obey) my commandments.  In the Scriptures, one of the scribes came and asked Jesus, Which is the first commandment of all?  
· Mark 12:29-31 > “And Jesus answered him, The first of all the commandments is, Hear, O Israel; The Lord our God is one Lord:  30And thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind, and with all thy strength: this is the first commandment.  31And the second is like, namely this, Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself.  There is none other commandment greater than these.”  
· BTS > Jesus does give a new commandment to His disciples …

· John 13:34 > “A new commandment I give unto you, That ye love one another; as I have loved you, that ye also love one another.”  
· John 15:12 > “This is My commandment, that you love one another as I have loved you.”  
5)  In Chapter 8:1-30, list the reason(s) why the scribes and Pharisees rejected Jesus.

· Sermon > First, they wanted Jesus to condemn the woman caught in adultery.

· v13 > “The Pharisees therefore said unto him, Thou bears record of thyself; thy record is not true.”

· v19 > “Jesus answered, Ye neither know me, nor my Father: if ye had known me, ye should have known my Father also.”  
· Sermon > Fourthly, they wanted to know who Jesus was.  
· v25 > “Then said they unto him, Who art thou?  And Jesus saith unto them, Even the same that I said unto you from the beginning.”
