· Sermon > Science tells us that light is constituted of three rays or three groups of wavelengths; distinct from each other, no one of which, without the others would be light.  Each ray has its own separate function.  
· Sermon > The first ray originates – it is called ultraviolet light (or invisible light) and is neither seen nor felt (i.e., x-ray and gamma ray).  
· Sermon > The second ray illuminates – it is called visible light and is both seen and felt.  
· Sermon > The third ray consummates – it is called infrared light is not seen but is felt as heat (microwave and radio waves).  

· Sermon > Someone once said, “Some people change their ways when they see the light, others only when they feel the heat.”  
2)  Some of the Pharisees’ guilt of sin remained upon them because they claimed to “see” or have spiritual vision.  [T] or [F]  
· Sermon > TRUE.  Jesus warned some of the Pharisees that their guilt of sin remained upon them because they claimed to have spiritual sight and vision.  The Pharisees had physical eyes and physical sight, but they were blind spiritual.  

· v41 > “Jesus said unto them, If ye were blind, ye should have no sin: but now ye say, We see; therefore your sin remains.”  
· 1Cor 2:14 > “But the natural man receives not the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned.”  

· Sermon > Jesus indicts and finds guilty these Pharisees for failing to lead Israel into recognizing Him as Messiah or Christ.  
· Matthew 15:14 > “Let them alone: they be blind leaders of the blind. And if the blind lead the blind, both shall fall into the ditch.”

· Sermon > C = Yes.  One goal of salvation is the worship of the One who saves.  That is, the end result of being saved is to worship (love and reverence) Jesus Christ, the One who saved you.  
· v35, 38 > “Jesus heard that they had cast him out; and when he had found him, he said unto him, Dost thou believe on the Son of God?  38And he said, Lord, I believe.  And he worshipped him.”  

· Sermon > A = No.  Grace goes before (precedes) salvation and, therefore, is not the result or goal of salvation.  
· Eph 2:8-9 > “For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God.  9Not of works, lest any man should boast.”  
· Sermon > B = No.  Faith comes before salvation and is a prerequisite before salvation can be deemed authentic or effectual.  

· Rom 10:9 > “That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.” 
· Sermon > D = No.  Witnessing does follow salvation but much later, after the creation of a clean heart and the renewal of a right spirit.  That is, after being transformed by the renewing of the mind.  
· Romans 12:2b > “…But be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.”  
· Acts 1:8 > “But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.”  
· Sermon > E = No.  That is, not all of the answers are correct; thus nullifying the “all of the above” choice.
