1)  Jesus being “lifted up” refers to which of the following choices.

· Sermon > D = The Crucifixion.  Jesus was saying that when I am lifted up upon the cross, I will draw or invite the “whosoever wills” of the world to come unto me.  That is, Jesus is signifying the kind of death He was going to die.  Jesus was “lifted up” so that humanity might find the way, know the truth, and receive eternal life.  
· v32 > “And I, if I be lifted up from the earth, will draw all men unto me.”  

· John 3:14 > “As Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of Man be lifted up.”  

· Sermon > A = NO.  The Advent refers the first coming of Jesus Christ, His birth in Bethlehem.  

· Sermon > b = NO.  The Ascension refers to Jesus Christ ascending back into heaven forty days after the Resurrection from the Mount of Olives.  

· Sermon > c = NO.  The Rapture refers to the “snatching up” of the Church into heaven at the end of the church age.  
· Sermon > e = NO, thus nullifying “all of the above.”  
2)  Concerning the “Cross of Christ,” which of the following is (are) not true?”  


[a]  It marked the decisive defeat of Satan.  

[b]  It marked the ultimate victory of Jesus.  

[c]  It marked the end of the Mosaic Law.  

[d]  It marked the power of Light (good) over darkness (evil).  

[e]  It marked the salvation of a lost world.  

· Sermon > c = Not True, the cross does not mark the end of the Mosaic Law.  In fact, Jesus was born under the Law, lived by the Law, and dead in fulfillment of the Law.  

· Matthew 5:17 > “Think not that I am come to destroy the law or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfill [the law].”  
· Sermon > A = True, the cross marks a decisive defeat (and judgment) of Satan.  That is, Satan will be cast out, banished, and imprisoned in the Lake of Fire forever.  
· v31 > “Now is the judgment of this world: now shall the prince of this world be cast out.”  
· Sermon > b = True, the cross marks the ultimate victory (and glorification) of Jesus.  That is, all evil shall be rebuked, along with the defeat of sin, hell, death, and the grave.  
· v28 > “Father, glorify thy name.  Then came there a voice from heaven, saying, I have both glorified it, and will glorify it again.”  
· Sermon > D = True, the cross marks the power of Light and goodness over the forces of darkness and evil.  That is, Jesus is the Light of the world, but the Light was dimming as His public ministry was fading.  
· v35 > “Jesus said unto them, Yet a little while is the light with you.  Walk while ye have the light, lest darkness come upon you: for he that walks in darkness know not whither he goes.”  

· Sermon > e = True, the cross marks the salvation of a lost world.  That is,  the sacrifice of Christ invites the world to come into the Light and to become children of Light (saved).  
· v36 > “While ye have light, believe in the light, that ye may be the children of light.”  
3)  Why was Jesus’ soul troubled?

· Sermon > Jesus’ soul was deeply troubled or agitated because of His approaching hour of death for the sin of the world.  That is, Jesus was nearing the “hour of glorification,” the time to save all humanity via the Cross of Calvary.  
· Sermon > After all, Jesus died as a felon.  A death that was profoundly humiliating and excruciatingly painful.  
· v27 > “Now is my soul troubled; and what shall I say?  Father, save me from this hour: but for this cause came I unto this hour.”  

4)  What does the word “glorify” mean?

· Sermon > The word “glorify” means to exalt, to magnify, to adore, and/or to worship.  
· Sermon > Jesus left His home in glory, the place of His glory, His seated position on the right-hand side of God.  Jesus’ life and earthly ministry had glorified the Father and now Jesus’ future suffering and death would glorify the Father.  
· v28 > “Father, glorify thy name.  Then came there a voice from heaven, saying, I have both glorified it, and will glorify it again.”  
5)  From the sermon, what is humanity’s greatest spiritual need?

· Sermon > The greatest need of all humanity is the need for “forgiveness.”  Because Jesus has been “lifted up,” Jesus carries the message of God’s love.  That is, God so love the world, God gave His only begotten son Jesus Christ.  

· Sermon > Because Jesus has been “lifted up,” the Cross carries the message of forgiveness.  That is, the love of God (grace and favor) is reveal in the sacrifice of Christ, who literally forgives the world from the Cross.  
· Luke 23:34 > “Then said Jesus, Father, forgive them; for they know not what they do.  And they parted his raiment, and cast lots.”
