· Sermon > D = Voice – Intercessor – Enabler – Witness.  

· Sermon > Jesus is the voice we hear at midnight and during our times of trouble.  Jesus is our intercessor who speaks as our Advocate to God in glory.  Jesus is our enabler that empowers us to stay steadfast to remain unmovable and to avoid weariness.  Jesus is our witness who declares we are washed in the blood of the Lamb.

· Sermon > Thomas [ C ] – Philip [ D ] – Peter [ B ] – John [ E ] – Judas [ F ]  

3)  By requesting to see the Father, Philip was looking to see God’s glory (theophany).  [T] or [F]  
· Sermon > TRUE.  First, theophany is a compound word derived from the Greek noun for God (theos) and the Greek verb “to appear” (phano).  Secondly, a theophany is an Old Testament visible appearance (manifestation) to humankind of God and provided a glimpse of God’s glory.  
· BTS > The use of the term theophany is restricted to manifestations of God in temporary forms perceptible to the external senses, and thereby excludes divine manifestations in dreams or visions and the incarnation of Christ.  These appearances were as “The Angel of the Lord,” “The Pillar of Cloud and Fire,” and “Shekinah Glory” just name a few.  
· Sermon > Philip wants the reassurance and blessed assurance of visually seeing God.  In other words, show us, let us see the Father and it will suffice or be enough to settle our troubled hearts. 
· Isaiah 6:1 > “In the year that king Uzziah died, I saw  also the Lord sitting upon a throne, high and lifted up, and his train filled the temple.”  

· Exodus 33:18 > “I beseech thee, show me thy glory.”  
· v9 > “Jesus saith unto him, Have I been so long time with you, and yet hast thou not known me, Philip?  He that hath seen me hath seen the Father; and how sayest thou then, Show us the Father?”  
4)  The goal of answered prayer is to bring glory to the Father.  [T] or [F]  
· Sermon > TRUE.  Jesus reminds believers that whatsoever we shall ask (in prayer) in His name, that will He do so that the Father may be glorified through Him, the Son.  As believers, there is power and privilege in prayer.  That is, the privilege to call on the Father and the power to do “greater workers.”  
· Sermon > In Christ, our lives are about bringing glory to God.  Our existence is about giving God praise, honor, and respect.  Whenever we are accomplishing the will of Christ, we bring glory to the Father.  Moreover, whenever we are participating in the work of Christ, we bring glory to the Father.  

· v13b > “And whatsoever ye shall ask in my name, that will I do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son.”
