Relevant Question:  “How does Jesus provide peace?”  

1)  By Answering Our Questions [v16]  
2)  By Reviving Our Minds [v17]  
3)  By Bequeathing His Peace [v18]  
1)  The Father and the Son (Jesus) will only present themselves to those who love them and who are obedient to their words and teachings.  [T] or [F]  
· Sermon > TRUE.  God and Christ will only manifest themselves to those who love and obey their words.  Obedience to the Word of God grows out of a love for the Father, for Christ Jesus, and for the divine word.  That is, our love for Christ is authenticated through our obedience to the full council of His word.  
· Sermon > Through this love and obedience, the Father and the Son will come and make their abode (dwelling place) with that person.  
· v23 > “Jesus answered and said unto him, If a man love me, he will keep my words: and my Father will love him, and we will come unto him, and make our abode with him.  24He that loves me not, keeps not my sayings: and the word which you hear is not mine, but the Father's which sent me.”  
2)  Jesus willingly laid down his reign in glory to restore peace and purpose to sinful humanity.         [T] or [F]  

· Sermon > TRUE.  We exist in the midst of a hostile and dangerous world, where humanity pursues peace at any cost.  Because Satan, the prince of this world, has dominion and control, he has robbed the world of divine peace.  
· Sermon > Therefore, Jesus has come to give His life as payment for the debt of sin and for the restoration of divine peace.  Jesus is the Prince of Peace.  That is, He brings harmony, serenity, stillness, calmness, and tranquility to the hearts and minds of the believer.  Jesus is our source and provider of divine peace.  The foundation of all things is Jesus the Christ, the Son of the Living God.  
· Mark 10:45 > “For even the Son of man came not to be ministered unto, but to minister, and to give his life a ransom for many.”  

3)  According to the sermon, Jesus’ peace is the absence of trouble and the comfort of Jesus presences.  [T] or [F]  

· Sermon > False.  According to the sermon, peace is the comfort of having Jesus present.  However, Jesus’ peace is not the absence of trouble but the assurance that Jesus is with us during and in our trouble.  
· Sermon > Someone once said, “The peace that Jesus gives is not the absence of trouble, but is rather the confidence that He is there with us always in the midst of trouble.”  
· Sermon > In biblical times, the normal way to say goodbye was shalom.  Shalom is “peace” in Hebrew.  Shalom means wholeness, completeness, health, security, even prosperity.  

· John 16:33 > “These things I have spoken unto you, that in me ye might have peace.  In the world ye shall have tribulation (trouble): but be of good cheer; I have overcome the world.”

· Sermon > Jesus gives or bequeaths His peace to every believer.  In v27, Jesus affirms that, “My peace I give you.”  Unsaved people enjoy peace when there is an absence of trouble.  However, Christians enjoy peace, in spite of trials, because of the presence of power through the Holy Spirit.  The world is unable to give this kind of peace.  

· Sermon > In Romans 5:1, Paul informs us that we have “peace with God” through Jesus Christ because our sins are forgiven.  Then in Philippians 4:7, Paul tells us that our “peace with God,” which passes all understanding, will keep our hearts and minds through Jesus Christ.  

· Sermon > Jesus told his disciples to not allow their hearts to be troubled, neither let them be afraid.  Unfortunately, people are not only afraid of trouble, they are also afraid of fear.  Oft time, we are consumed with the fear of death, the fear of the future, or the fear of the gloomy doom.  

· 2Tim. 1:7 > “For God has not given us the spirit of fear, but of power, and of love, and of a sound mind.”  
BONUS:  What does the word “revive” mean?

· Sermon > The word “revive” means to relive, restore, or to bring again to life.  Revived mind denotes a renewed or transformed mind.  Much of what Jesus said during His earthly ministry was partially misunderstood.  
· Sermon > Three things needed to happen before Jesus’ disciples would understand or the Holy Spirit could bring all things back to their remembrance (revived mind) of Jesus’ person and mission.  1) His death had to occur, 2) He had to be risen from the dead, and 3) The Holy Spirit had to come.  
· v26 > “But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you.”
