· Sermon > Hate is defined as a feeling of strong antagonism and dislike, menacing and malevolent, a prompting to inflict injury.  Hate fuels worldliness that in practice and lifestyle operates independently of God.  Hate is an attitude or condition of the Mind; it is the ill will and the ill feelings toward others.  
· Sermon > We must avoid hate and her two daughters:  narrow-mindedness (belief) and bigotry (behavior).  That is, a narrow-mindedness belief and a bigoted behavior.  
· Sermon > Hate is like burning down your own house to get rid of a rat.  Hate will kill the hater.  “Hate is hate, small or great, but love is not love until given away.”

· Sermon > We often think that hate is the opposite of love.  Actually, lust is the opposite of love.  Love being “other centered” while lust is “self centered.”  In fact, love is an element of the “fruit of the spirit” while hate is a “work of the flesh.”  

· Sermon > Love is a verb and must be put into action and demonstrated.  Moreover, love must be directed toward an animate object to be truly actualized and realized.  Someone once said, “It is natural to love them that love you, but it is supernatural to love them that hate you.”

· Sermon > B = YES, the world hated Jesus because they did not know the Father who sent Christ Jesus into the world.  
· v21 > “But all these things will they do unto you for my name's sake, because they know not him that sent me.”  
· v24b > “… But now have they both seen and hated both me and my Father.”  

· Sermon > A = no, the world hated Jesus because He preached against sin and the world’s  failure to keep the Word of God.  Jesus never preached against the sinner, just the sin.  
· v20b > “… If they have persecuted me, they will also persecute you; if they have kept my saying, they will keep yours also.”  
· Sermon > C = no, the world hated Jesus because He healed twice on the Sabbath day, and not on a Sunday.  
· John 5:16 > “And therefore did the Jews persecute Jesus, and sought to slay him, because he had done these things on the Sabbath day.”  
· John 9:14 > “And it was the Sabbath day when Jesus made the clay, and opened his eyes.  

· Sermon > D = no, the world actually hated Jesus without a cause.  The world had no true cause for hating, rejecting, and killing Jesus.  
· v25 > “But this cometh to pass, that the word might be fulfilled that is written in their law, They hated me without a cause.”  
· Sermon > E = no, not each statements is true; therefore, nullifying an “All of the above” choice.
