1)  It’s Our Assignment From God [v39]  

2)  It’s Our Connection To Christ [v42]  

3)  It’s Our Power Through the Holy Spirit [v44]  
1)  The prayer of Jesus took place before they entered the Garden of Gethsemane.  [T] or [F]  

· Sermon > falsE.  According to the sermon, the prayer of Jesus took place after arriving at Gethsemane, and not before.  Although John 18:1 states they “crossed over the brook Cedron” and entered the Garden of Gethsemane, in v2 the narrative moves directly to Judas’ betrayal and not to Jesus’ prayer.  
· John 18:1 > “When Jesus had spoken these words, he went forth with his disciples over the brook Cedron, where was a garden, into the which he entered, and his disciples.  2And Judas also, which betrayed him, knew the place: for Jesus oft times resorted thither with his disciples.”  
· Sermon > A review of Matthew 26:36, Mark 14:32 and Luke 22:39 all state that Jesus and His disciples arrived at Gethsemane and then afterward Jesus offered the John Chapter 17 prayer.  The Gospel of John also does not include the disciples falling to sleep.  John Chapter 17 gives us the words of the prayer, but the Synoptic Gospels give us the context of that prayer.  
2)  The prayer of the “cup” is the start of the “Passion of the Christ.”  [T] or [F]  

· Sermon > truE.  Putting Himself in harm’s way as an offering for sin, Jesus’ encounter with the “cup” is the start of His “passion.”  Here, the internal conflict begins the agony, anguish, anxiety, and “The Passion of the Christ.”  The “cup” is a metaphor for the Cross of Calvary.  Remember, Jesus has both a divine spirit and a human nature.  
· Matthew 26:39 > “O My Father, if it be possible let this cup pass from me nevertheless: not as I will, but as thou wilt.”  
· Sermon > Jesus prays that His “cup” (the cup of the cross) or His assignment might be changed.  Gloriously, Jesus accepts His assignment in v39, v42, and v44.  
· Matthew 26:42 > “O my Father, if this cup may not pass away from me, except I drink it, thy will be done.”  
· Sermon > The “cup” represents both our gift and our assignment from God.  As believers, we must drink to maintain our connection with Christ.  As the righteous of God, we must drink to receive power through the Holy Spirit.  

· Sermon > Like Jesus, the greater the crisis the more significant is the cup.  

3)  According to the sermon, what is the “true title” of the prayer found in John Chapter 17?

· Sermon > The true title of the prayer found in John Chapter 17 is “The Lord’s High Priestly Prayer” or the true “Lord’s Prayer.”  The prayer Jesus taught His disciples to pray should be properly called “The Model Prayer” and not the Lord’s Prayer.  

· Matthew 6:9 > “Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name…”  
4)  Why did Jesus sweat “drops of blood?”

· Sermon > Jesus recognizes that the “cup” could not pass from Him, but that He must drink of it every bitter drop.  As the Lamb of God, Jesus is responsible for “taking away the sin of the world.”  This agony causes Jesus deep mental pain and great spiritual anguish.  
· Sermon > Here, Jesus prays to the point of exhaustion.  Only Luke records that Jesus’ sweat was as “great drops of blood” falling to the ground.  
· Luke 22:44 > “And being in an agony he prayed more earnestly: and his sweat was as it were great drops of blood falling down to the ground.”  
5)  Which one is NOT true or accurate?  


[a]  The disciples were sleepy because it was late at night.  

[b]  The spirit is weak, but the flesh is willing.  


[c]  Peter, James, and John went a little further with Jesus for Him to pray.  


[d]  Judas came to the garden after Jesus finished praying.  


[e]  Jesus prayed for one hour.  
· Sermon > b = not true.  The opposite is true; it’s the spirit that is willing, but the flesh that is weak.  
· Matthew 26:41 > “Watch and pray, that ye enter not into temptation: the spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak.”  
· Sermon > A = true.  In v43, Jesus came to His disciples and found them asleep again for their eyes were heavy.  In v45, Jesus tells them to sleep on and to take their rest.  
· Sermon > c = true.  In v36, Jesus comes to the place called Gethsemane, and tells the disciples, “Sit here, while I go and pray yonder.”  In v37, Jesus took with him Peter and the two sons of Zebedee (James and John), His “inner circle.”  
· Sermon > d = true.  After finishing praying, Jesus tells His disciples in v46 to “Rise and let us be going.  Behold, he is at hand that will betray me.”  
· Sermon > e = true.  In v40, Jesus came to the disciples and found them asleep, and said to Peter, “What, could you not watch with me one hour?”  
Bonus) Which statement is true:  [A] Jesus could not have sinned, or [B] Jesus could but chose not to sin.  
· BTS > Impeccability – the belief that Christ was not capable of sinning.  Being the Son of God, Jesus was incapable of committing sin.  Therefore, the temptation to sin had no effect upon Jesus because He could never give in to the temptation to sin.  
· BTS > While true, this view suggests that Jesus was not “like” us.  That is, Jesus could not know the feelings of our infirmities, afflictions, and temptations.  
· Matthew 4:7 > “Jesus said unto him, It is written again, Thou shalt not tempt the Lord thy God.”  
· James 1:13 > “Let no man say when he is tempted, I am tempted of God: for God cannot be tempted with evil, neither tempt he any man.”  
· BTS > Peccability – the belief that Christ could have sinned, but chose not to sin and never did.  That is, being the Son of Man, Jesus was capable of committing sin.  The temptation to sin caused such an “internal struggle” and placed so much pressure upon Christ that He sweated blood.  
· Hebrews 4:15 [KJV] > “For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin.”  
· Heb. 4:15 [AMP] > “For we do not have a High Priest who is unable to sympathize and understand our weaknesses and temptations, but One who has been tempted [knowing exactly how it feels to be human] in every respect as we are, yet without [committing any] sin.”
