Relevant Question:  “What is the glory of God about?”  


1)  The Coming Hour of the Son [v1]  

2)  The Life Eternal through Christ [v3]  

3)  The Finish Work by Jesus [v4]  
1)  Glorifying God requires suffering, sorrow, and/or sacrifice.  [T] or [F]  

· Sermon > truE.  The act of glorifying God required the suffering and sacrifice of Jesus Christ on the Cross of Calvary.  Glorifying God as believers will often require some type of suffering, sorrow, or sacrifice.  
· Sermon > In v4a, Jesus is eluding to the “coming hour” when He will die on an old rugged cross and thereby glorifying God.  
· v4a > “I have glorified thee on the earth ...”  
· Sermon > As believers, no matter the cost, we too must glorify God so that His love, grace, and mercy might be made known to a dying world.  Therefore, our suffering for Christ is significant; our sacrifice will be recompensed; and our sorrows and afflictions are momentary.  And through it all, “To God be the Glory.”  
· Romans 8:18 > “For I reckon that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with the glory which shall be revealed in us.”  
2)  Everyone has been granted eternal existence.  [T] or [F]  

· Sermon > truE.  Everyone will exist somewhere forever.  That is, existing somewhere either in heaven with the saints, or in hell with the ain’ts.  However, the real question is in what condition or relationship will the “ain’ts” spend eternity.  Eternal life (not just existence) involves a personal, intimate relationship with Jesus Christ and it involves the experience of knowing the only true God through His Son.  
· Sermon > The only Son of God, Jesus Christ, has the power and the authority to grant eternal life in Glory.  
· John 3:16 > “For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.”  
3)  According to the sermon, what caused Jesus’ death?

· Sermon > Jesus’ death was caused by His obedience to the will of God, or said another way, Jesus’ willingness to “drink from His cup.”  In Jesus’ prayer, He stated that He had “finished the work” which God the Father gave Him to do.  That is, Jesus’ “finished work” connects His obedience to His death.  
· Sermon > Here, in the Garden of Gethsemane, Jesus obeys the will of God where in the Garden of Eden, Adam disobeyed that will.  Our relationship with Father God is about fulfilling our assignment, and finishing our work within the Family of God.  Unfortunately, as ambassadors and representatives of Christ, our Christian assignment puts God’s glory on the line (at risk).  
· v4 > “I have glorified thee on the earth: I have finished the work which thou gave me to do.”  
· Sermon > Like Christ, let us (continue to) fight the good fight, let us (continue to) keep the faith, let us continue to work the assignment God gave us to do.

· Sermon > all are true.  
· Sermon > A = GLORY is the revelation of God’s being, nature, and presence displayed to humanity.

· Sermon > c = GLORY describes the character and presence of God in the person and through the work of Jesus Christ who is the outshining of divine glory.

· Sermon > e = GLORY is related to the suffering, sacrifice, resurrection, and in the restoration of Jesus to His original glory with God.

· Sermon > It is called “The Passion of the Christ.”  Putting himself in harm’s way as an offering for sin, Jesus’ encounter with the “cup” is the start of His “passion.”  
· Matthew 26:39 > “And he went a little farther, and fell on his face, and prayed, saying, O my Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from me: nevertheless not as I will, but as thou wilt.”  
Bonus)  What is another name for the prayer found in John Chapter 17?  
· Sermon > The proper name for this prayer found in John Chapter 17 is “The Lord’s High Priestly Prayer” or the true “Lord’s Prayer.”  The prayer Jesus taught His disciples to pray should be properly called “The Model Prayer” and not the Lord’s Prayer.  
· Matthew 6:9 > “Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name …”
