Relevant Question:  “What did Jesus pray concerning His disciples?”  


1)  They Become United as One [v11]  

2)  They Be Kept from the Evil One [v15]  

3)  They Be Sanctified by The Word [v17]  
1)  The prayers concerning our ambitions have to go beyond our own lifetime.  [T] or [F]  

· Sermon > truE.  As we pray individually and pray together as a Church, one thing we are reminded of is that our ambition has to go far beyond our lifetime.  The good news is, as we pray, we attach ourselves to God’s agenda.  When we do that, we are reminded that God’s work always outlives God’s workers.  
· Sermon > As we pray for things that extend far beyond our lifetimes, we must remember that we are not going to be the ones that are in control of the goal that God wants to set or the things that God wants to do.  
2)  The idea of “sanctification” is the setting apart of something for a holy use.  [T] or [F]  

· Sermon > truE.  Sanctification:  to separate, consecrate, cleanse, and/or purify; to regard or to reverence as holy.  Sanctification is accomplished by means of the truth, which is the revelation Jesus gave regarding glorifying the Father through His finished work.  
· Sermon > Therefore, as sanctified believers, we are daily growing in the Word and, as a result, is separating more and more from the world unto the Father.  As sanctified believers, we are not “of” this world, but are “in” the world to witness for Jesus Christ.  As sanctified believers, Christ has sent us into the world to take His place.  What an awesome responsibility we have.  
· v17 > “Sanctify them through thy truth: thy word is truth.” 

3)  The “son of perdition” also refers to the person called the “Anti-Christ.”  [T] or [F]  

· Sermon > truE.  Jesus prays for all of the disciples and states that none was lost, except the “son of perdition,” according to the Scriptures.  As our Redeemer, Jesus was confronted by Satan who used Judas Iscariot (and his betrayal) as the son of perdition or the “man of sin.”  Jesus’ sacrifice on the cross defeated Satan and placed a time limit on his dominion, power, and authority.  
· v12 > “While I was with them in the world, I kept them in thy name: those that thou gave me I have kept, and none of them is lost, but the son of perdition; that the scripture might be fulfilled.”  

· BTS > In the Tribulation Period, Jesus will be confronted again by Satan who will use The Anti-Christ (and his deception) as the “man of lawlessness” or the “son of destruction” that is eternally doomed to destruction.  
· 2Thes 2:3 > “Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition.”  
4)  Of the five types of prayer, which one is Jesus’ offering for His disciples?

· Sermon > Jesus offers the Prayer of Intercessory (praying for others or standing in the gap).  
· Romans 8:26 > “For we know not what we should pray for as we ought: but the Spirit Himself makes intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered.”  
· BTS > [1] Thanksgiving (attitude of gratitude):  1Thes 5:18 > “In everything give thanks for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus concerning you.”  

· BTS > [2] Supplication (pleas and petitions):  Eph 6:18 > “Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all saints.”  

· BTS > [3] Forgiveness (confession of sin):  1John 1:9 > “If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.”  

· BTS > [4] Repentance (the sinner’s prayer):  John 9:31 > “Now we know that God hears not sinners: but if any man be a worshipper of God, and does his will, him he hears.”

· Sermon > d = not true, Jesus did not pray for the people of the world.  

v9 > “I pray for them: I pray not for the world.” and v16 > “They are not of the world, even as I am not of the world.”  
· Sermon > A = true, God gave Jesus each one of the disciples to be with Him.  
v6 > “I have manifested thy name unto the men which thou gave me out of the world …”  
· Sermon > b = true, Jesus wanted his joy to be fulfilled in his disciples.  
v13 > “…And these things I speak in the world, that they might have my joy fulfilled in themselves.”  
· Sermon > c = true, The disciples received God’s word given to them by Jesus.  
v8 > “For I have given unto them the words which thou gave me; and they have received them.”  
· Sermon > e = true, Jesus sent his disciples into the world as witnesses.  
v18 > “As thou hast sent me into the world, even so have I also sent them into the world.”  

Bonus)  What did Jesus’ death on the cross do in respect to Satan?  
· Sermon > Jesus’ sacrifice on the cross defeated Satan and placed a “time limit” on his dominion, power, and authority.  
· 1Cor 2:7-8 > “But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery, even the hidden wisdom, which God ordained before the world unto our glory:  8Which none of the princes of this world knew: for had they known it, they would not have crucified the Lord of glory.”
