These seven-inch spikes were driven through Jesus’ wrists, not through the palms, as the palms will not support the weight of the body.  The crossbeam was lifted up and placed atop the upright vertical post.  Jesus’ feet were turned sideways and a single spike driven through both heels, nailing them to the post.  __________________________________________________________________

The Word of God tells us that Pilate placed a placard or superscription above the cross which read > “Jesus of Nazareth the King of the Jews.”  The superscription was written in three languages: Hebrew, Greek, and Latin.
