BBF 107 – The Book of First Corinthians 

Course Session/Dates:  Wednesdays, May 10, 2023, to October 25, 2023. 
Course Description:  
BBF107 – The Book of First Corinthians:  This course will explore the historical, cultural, and social context of the Corinthian church, as well as the major themes and teachings of the letter.  Through critical analysis of the text and participation in interactive discussions and group activities, students will develop a deeper understanding of the challenges facing the early Christian community in Corinth, including issues related to division, sexuality, lawsuits, and the use of spiritual gifts.  Students will be equipped with the knowledge and given the opportunity to reflect on the practical implications of First Corinthians on their own lives and communities and develop strategies and skills to apply these teachings to their own context as they engage in thoughtful and informed discussions about the role of the Christian church in the world today.  

Overview of First Corinthians:  First Corinthians addresses a number of different issues related to both life and doctrine: divisions and quarrels, sexual immorality, lawsuits among believers, marriage and singleness, freedom in Christ, the order in worship, the significance of the Lord’s Supper, and the right use of spiritual gifts.  Paul also included a profound teaching on the resurrection and places significant emphasis on Christian conduct in the local church.  The line of thought that joined these topics together, is Paul’s expectation that Christian people would live according to Christian ideals.  Throughout the letter, Paul emphasizes the need for Christians to put aside their personal interests and work together to build up the church.  He stresses that each believer has a valuable role to play in the body of Christ and that they should use their gifts to serve one another.

d)   Examine Paul's teachings on topics such as marriage, sexuality, and idolatry, and evaluate how they apply to contemporary issues facing the church today.
