BBF108 – The Book of Second Corinthians 

Course Session/Dates:  Wednesdays, January 24, 2024, to July 17, 2024. 
Course Description:  
BBF108 – The Book of Second Corinthians:  This course will explore the historical, cultural, and social context of the Corinthian church, as well as the major themes and teachings of the letter.  Through critical analysis of the text and participation in interactive discussions and group activities, students will develop a deeper understanding of the challenges facing the early Christian community in Corinth, including issues related to division, sexuality, lawsuits, and the use of spiritual gifts.  Students will be equipped with the knowledge and given the opportunity to reflect on the practical implications of Second Corinthians on their own lives and communities and develop strategies and skills to apply these teachings to their own context as they engage in thoughtful and informed discussions about the role of the Christian church in the world today.  

Overview of Second Corinthians:  Second Corinthians addresses a number of challenges and problems still plaguing the Corinthian church; provides guidance, encouragement, and correction to help the Corinthians navigate these issues and grow in their faith.  It additionally addresses concerns about suffering, forgiveness, giving, the new covenant, relationships and the challenge to Paul’s apostolic authority by false teachers and critics. He also addresses the sufficiency of God Grace for every situation in the local church. Throughout the letter, Paul defends his apostolic conduct, character, and calling, and emphasizes his apostolic authority as an apostle of the Lord Jesus Christ.
