Christian Education Course Syllabus
Course Number/Name:  FNS 305 – The Book of Romans.  
Course Session/Dates:  Wednesdays, January 13, 2021, to December 15, 2021. 
Course Description:  This course grace.  
Overview of Romans:  This course will offer an overview of the major themes presented in Paul’s letter to the Church at Rome.  Participants will examine the foundational doctrines of the Christian life as outlined by Paul in Romans as they relate to practical Christian living.  Romans is the longest and most systematically reasoned of Paul's letters.  Paul announces its theme in 1:16-17:  The gospel is God’s power for salvation, because it shows us that the righteousness of God is through faith for all who believe.  Paul explains the need for justification through faith because of sin (1:18 – 4:25).  He then spells out the results of justification by faith in terms of both present experience and future hope (5:1 – 8:39).  In the next three chapters, he expresses his sorrow that many of his fellow Israelites have not embraced the gospel, and he wrestles with the theological implications of this (Chs. 9 – 11).  Paul concludes by describing how the gospel should affect one’s everyday life (Chs. 12 – 16).  Paul wrote his letter from Corinth in about ad 57.

Course Objectives:  Upon completion of the course, students will be able to:  

a)  Understand the authorship, writing date, and a synopsis of the key doctrinal concepts, people, events, and messages of the Book of Romans.  

b)  Provide a basic understanding of the scriptures that comprises the gospel of salvation through “The Roman Road.”  

c)  Explain the three main division of the book: doctronial, historical, and practical.  
Textbook and Resources:  The facilitator will provide course materials from time to time via email.  Students will use other resources as identified by the facilitator.  Additional handouts will be provided throughout the course and maybe uploading from course’s website.  The reading assignment is indicated in the syllabus and includes the reading of the entire Book of Romans several times.  
Course Outline (Subject to Change)
Week 1:  6 January:  Overview and Introduction (Chapter 1:1-17)
We will discuss the background, date of writing, place of writing, and the major theme of the book.  The opening chapter may be though of as a trial, where God is the judge and sinful humans are the accused.  This lesson includes the Court records of the first seventeen verses of the book.  
Week 2:  27 January:  Chapter 1:18-32
We will discuss the Court charges, the indictments, wrath of God, and the fact that humanity is without excuse.  In God’s anger, man is forsaken, but not forgotten.  
Week 3:  3 February:  Chapter 2:1-16
We will discuss the indictment of human conscience.  Paul describes God’s dealing with three kinds of people.  The moral person, the pagean person, and the religious person.  Each is charged with high treason against God.
Week 4:  10 February:  Chapter 2:17 – 3:20
We will highlight the dark side of religion and dilve deeper into the religious person and God.  Also, Paul presents four of six questions and will answer them for his readers.  
Week 5:  17 February:  Chapter 3:21 – 4:25
We will discuss the fifth and last of Paul’s six questions and will answer them for his readers.  Next, Paul employs two of the most famous Old Testament men to illustrate the doctrine of justification by faith: Abraham and David.  
Week 6:  24 February:  Chapter 5:1-21
We will discuss the joy that comes from faith.  Paul contrasts the sinful Adam with the sinless Christ.  
Week 7:  3 March:  Chapter 6:1- 23
We will discuss God’s threefold method leading to sanctification: to know, to reckon, and to yield. 
Week 8:  10 March:  Chapter 7:1-26 
We will discuss how the law of God applies to and affects three kinds of people: spiritual, natural, and carnal people.  
Week 9:  17 March:  Chapter 8:1- 39
We will outlines Paul’s seven new assurances accompanying salvation. 

Week 10:  24 March:  Chapter 9:1-33
In the next three chapters, Paul provides an overview of God’s threefold dealings with Israel.  Here, we will discuss Paul’s overview of the sovereignty of God and Israel’s selection in the past.  
Week 11:  31 March:  Chapter 10:1- 21
We will discuss Paul’s overview of God’s righteousness and Israel’s present rejection.  
Week 12:  7 April:  Chapter 11:1- 36
We will discuss Paul’s overview of the wisdom of God and Israel’s future restoration.  
Week 13:  14 April:  Chapter 12:1-21
We will discuss how Paul urges his readers to make their bodies living sacrifices for the glory of God.  
Week 14:  21 April:  Chapter 13:1-14
We will discuss the believer’s responsibilities toward society.  
Week 15:  28 April:  Chapter 14:1-12
We will discuss the believer’s responsibilities toward those Christians who are weak in the faith.  
Week 16:  5 May:  Chapter 15:1- 
We will discuss Paul’s talks about how Christians should kive in relation to others.  Paul writes about his travel plans and prayers for his Roman audience.  

Week 17:  12 May:  Chapter 16:1-27
In closing, we will discuss Paul’s greetings to a few specific friends and his final instructions.
