Scripture: Luke 18:13 And the publican, standing afar off, would not lift up so much as
his eyes unto heaven, but smote upon his breast, saying, God be merciful to me a
sinner.

Subject: A Victim of Sin!
Introduction: It's one thing to play the victim but it's another thing to be the victim.

Aim: Is for us to keep things in perspective.

Definitions:

Victim 1. A sufferer. A person who has suffered as a result of someone else’s actions or
beliefs. 2. A person who is deceived or cheated, as by their own emotions or ignorance,
by the dishonesty of others.

Despair- A complete lack of hope [In one’s self].
